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Poultry Diseases in Central Region of Thailand during 1990-2001
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National Institute of Animal Health has the responsibility in diagnosis of animal diseases in
central part of Thailand. The submitted case data during 1993 - 2002 in the computer was retrieved for
analysis. Ten major poultry diseases of chick, duck. quail and goose that had the impact of economic losses
were chosen and were four viral diseases, four bacterial diseases and two parasitic diseases. The most
frequent of viral diseases were infectious bursal disease (IBD), Marek s disease, parvovirus infection and
duck plague : bacterial disease were colibacillosis, salmonellosis, fowl cholera and reimerellosis and
parasitic diseases were coccidiosis and avian malaria. The data was analyzed by SPSS for Windows and
revealed that the highest mean of detected poultry disease was 49.8 cases/years in colibacillosis. The lowest
and highest mean of age at infection were 2.2 weeks in parvovirus infection of goose and 30.5 weeks
in duck plague of goose. The highest mean of morbidity was 55.6 % in colibacillosis of goose and case
fatality rate was 79.9% in coccidiosis of quail. The most frequent of clinical sign was digestive system
from 8 diseases. Region 1 had the most frequent of detected diseases.The mean of detected salmonellosis

and avian malaria had the statistical significant difference with each quarter of the year (p< 0.05).
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
