Macroscopﬁeally, the spleen was about 47 gm and hypertrophied w;th rough
edges. The liver was about 126 gm, swollen, congested, bypertroph:c with fatty-.
changes, The gall bladder was swollen, oedematous and thlckened The left
lung was about 76 gm and grey hepatized, the right one was about 126 gm and
red hepatized. The heart was about 115 gm and normaLl The ﬁesenteric ly-mph node
was haemérrhagic and swoll'en., The small intestine showed few haemorrhagic

: patches. The brain was oedematous and inflamed. Each kidney was about 60 gm,
: hyperemic and showed adhesion of the capsule, 45 éc‘of reddigsh straw colored ﬂuid
was removed from the abdominal cavity.

Infectmus camne hepatitis was suspected Various organs were then fixed

in 10 20% formahn for h1stopathologxcal examination.

Intranuclear inclusions were found in the parenchymal cell and Kupffer’s
cell of the liver, endothelial cells of blood vessels and sinusoids in the brain, spinal
cord, lymph node, spleen, lung and renal glomeruli. These inclusions were

pathognomic. The bone marrow and the adrenals were not fixed for histopatho-

gical study.
